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The project aims to provide a road-map with guidelines to address future 
investments in the fields of research and technological development for 
an effective management of CBRNE (Chemical, Biological, Radiological, 
Nuclear, Explosives) threats. These investments will help develop a 
demonstrator sponsored by the European Commission’s fifth Security Call 
(7th Framework Programme) to be launched in Summer 2011. 
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
